You may have been wondering who that
tall, dark stranger is that you've been seeing
in the hall lately — the one with the bock-
wurst accent and the wooden shoes. Well,
Le's not a stranger at all; he’s just our old
friend and pedagogue, Mr. Louis Parisi,
lately returned to Latin class from a year’s
ripening in the land of klompen and canals.
And though he’s varnished with sclhmapps
and a continental air, he's still the same Mr,
Parisi.

As you recall, he left us last year on a
Fulbright exchange grant to try his whip
at teaching young Dutclimen English litera-
ture. The assignment was St. Aloysius’ Col-
lege in the Hague, a Jesuit-run, state-sup-
ported institution combining the functions
of high school, junior college, and work-
house. His post here at Prep was filled
— amply filled — by that gracious and
gangling history teacher of some late re-
nown, Mr. Johann Scheffer.

The exchange included more than merely
jobs.

For instance, he'll tell vou that “the Dutch
are 1 very industrious people, d” you know?
They esteemn education as the most important
foundation for life, and so they devote their
youth to it almost exclusively, Young people
live for school, and have little else to dis-
tract them — no television, no street corners
can draw them away. For the brightest ones,
school lasts eight hours a day, five and a

half days a week, with only a six-week sum-

wer vacation. But, of course, there’s plenty
to keep them busy: the pupils I taught car-
ried as many as fourteen major subjects at a
time.”

Of course, Mr., Parisi converses on many
other subjects besides the state of education
in the Netherlands., Cycling, for example:
“In Holland, everybody rides a bicyvele —
men and women as well as the boys and
girls. IU's the accepted way to travel,
Whether to school or to work or to Church
or to the other end of Europe. Why, the
Dutch I spoke to were amazed that the
fellows at St. Peter’s take buses to school.

Yes, no matter what the subject, Mr. Parisi
tulks with the authority of a man whose
bags have muany labels. Try him on the
population figures of the Low Countries,
or the strength of Dutch Catholics. Ask him
about his side trips to Germany, his week
in Paris, his stay in London, his vacation
tour throngh IHaly. Listen to him deseribe
the canals of Holland, and the windmills,
and the grain, and the tulip fields. Just let
him tell you of the trees, and youll know
he's a traveler,

As o tall Duteh liner sidled into Hoboken
last July, a cheer went up from the cloud
of Prepsters that had gathered on the pier;
and  before the whistle could toot twice,
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Mijnheer Parisi himself was down the gang-
way, pearling out that same old smile. 1le
had gone, he had seen, he had conquered
in the grand classical style; now he was
home, richer in soul but still serene, And
he had never been so welcome.

PREP 33 ST. CECILIA'S O

Air Bombs

“Old Sol” was smiling on Sunday, Sept.
23 as the Maroon Marauders stormed onto
the recently sodded Stadium turf to clash
with a highly touted Bergen County foe, St.
Cecilia’s of Englewood, in the 56 grid
opener . In fact "Sol” was the hottest thing
around during that balmy autumn afternoon.
Although the deadly right arm of brilliant
Johnny Amabile cashied in on four TD toss,
crushing Cecilian hopes by 33-0, still the
Petrean power punch lacked its predicted
precision, While Prep’s slashing backs did
wallop the Englewood Saints, the defensive
platoon played a bit sloppily. Those Cecilian
carriers chomped  off 212 markers and,
brother, that's just too much for comfort.
Only the absence of an effective air attack
and Prep’s perennial scrap after loose pig-
skins prevented a nerve-wracking outcome.

Marauder captains Ed Farrell and Paul
Guyet, scrimmage casualty, guessed the flip
and chose to receive.

Prep’s
forward wall snapped from the huddle with
Ring and Cassidy at the wing posts, Piscal
and Gronda at the tackles, Maclsaac and
Schadewald commanding the guards and
Brzenk on the ball. Amabile directed T-

traffic with Skinner, Kropke and Furrell
lugging the leather.

Three times during the initial stanza did
the Marauders own that football and thrice
were they checked. The Cecilian gridders,
too, were foiled, for in seven rushes they
netted only two yards. Hearts skipped a
bit in the opening minute when Skinner
dropped back to his 7 to punt and the center
snap whistled back over his head into the
end zone. However, “Rich” made a re-
markable recovery and still booted out to
the Prep 30.

Towards the end of the canto, the Prep
attack finally caught fire. Kropke returned
a punt a dozen yds. to the Prep 37. Skinner
danced 6 yds. on a neat reverse, and Ama-
bile spun through the middle for 17 to the
Englewood 40 as the quarter closed.

A clipping penalty against the Bergen lads
on the kickoff placed the oval a yard from
the Cecilian goal. The kill loomed within
Marauder grasp but they allowed it to slip
away. Now the Saints started to click. In
five thrusts, highlighted by Pete Natale’s
15 yd. end sweep, they zipped out to their
30. lere Maslsaac dellected O'Day’s pass,

and Piseal canght it, lying flat on his back.
Immediately Amabile went upstairs.  Three
flips missed the bullseye, but on No. 4 the
Prep magician waved his wand, changing
a dangerous moment into a pot of gold.
With enemy linemen swarming all about
him, a calm Amabile fired a perfect strike
to Jim Kozmor, waiting all alone on the 3,
who was promptly belted into the end zone
by a tackler. Meola split the uprights, 13-0.

In the waning moments of the half, fate
dealt St. Cecilia’s a cruel blow. When Pete
Natale, their prize back, whizzed around
right end for a gainer, Skinner darted over
and slammed him to the turf and the nifty
Natale was forced to the sidelines for the
rest of the {ray.

After intermission, the Saints took Meola’s
endzone kickoff on their 20 and powered
up to the 41 in three carries. Then O'Meara,
slamming inside right tackle, picked up 5
before the ball bobbled loose.  Skinner
claimed the leather, giving the Muroon a Ist
and 10 on the Cecilian 45. The Prep punch
powdered home again. Kropke picked up
7 on a tackle slant, then Ring recovered a
Skinner fumble on the 31, “Richie” again
walloped into the enemy forward wall for
a first down inside the Cecilian 15 yd.

19-0.

Cecilin’s next march of 66 yds. terminated

PREP 29 SNYDER 2
Moving on

It was a day that deserves remembrance,
Across the two rivers the Dodgers were mak-
ing like youngsters once again, as they nailed
down another pennant. Over here, where
more important developments were taking
shape, Prep tallied 31 points and won 29-2
over a Snyder team that had been rated
“better than fair” by “Doc” Downficld and
associated County experts.

The game opened on a rather startling
note. As Duke Snider homered to send the
Dodgers 3-up in the first frame, Co-captains
Kropke and Cappadona met with seven
Snyder captains and won the toss, taking
the ball. Snyder kicked, sending a wobbly
grounder to the Prep 3 where Martorelli
scooped up the ball, ran back over the goul-

line and downed it for two Snyder points.
Hands were scratching heads, as Meola pre-
pared to boot from the 20. IHis kick was
short and wobbly and Cassidy recovered for
Prep on his own 47. Fourteen plays and
four first downs later, Peter’s had 6 points,
when  Kropke, Dbellwether on  the drive,
blasted over from the 1. The drive was all
along the ground. Kropke began by roaring
up the middle for 17 yds. on a beautiful
trap play. It was Farrell for 6 up the middle,
Amabile for 4 on a wedge, Skinner off
tackle for 5, Kropke twice for 7 apicce on
opposite sides. Skinner was then thrown
for a 6 yd. loss as Ruggiero blasted in past
Gronda, and the situation was “Srd and 9”7
on the Tiger 17. In the clutch, Kropke
powered through tackle for 15 in two tries,
the Prep line swinging the gates wide open.
Three plays later he had scored and the
Dodgers were leading 4-2 on Robby’s homer.
Brzenk sent a Texas Leaguer on the PAT
snapback, Meola went and fielded it, tried a
pass and Suyder intercepted. It was a round-
about way of saying that the tally was still
6-2, Peter’s.

Until the last three minutes of the game,
the ball was in Prep territory only for kick-
offs, so completely did the Marauder line
and backers dominate the play. Following
the first score, Snyder went into action from
their own 23. Amabile intercepted their 3rd

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down pass and Prep took over on the Tiger
94, only to lose possession when a 4th down
carry missed a first down by four inches.
Prep was again in possession three plays
later when Martorelli recovered Branch’s
bobble on the Tiger 24. Six plays netted the
score, with Amuabile jimming over from the
2, Mecola was the cat’s meow, 13-2.

Prep's third drive was stopped by the
whistle on the 1, with “2nd and Goal.” Big
ground gainer was the 26 vd. “Otto Graham”
toss from Amabile to Cassidy, a picture play.
Prep ran off three plays in 52 seconds but
needed one more to cash in. They left the
field, with that Milwaukee feeling.

To open the second half, Snyder returned
the two points on another bad center pass in
punt formation. The Pirates were creeping
up and it was 7-5, Brooklyn when Mr. A.
decided to apen up the lead. Amabile found
Skinner on a 41 yd. pass play and Amoros
found Bedford Avenue. The score stood 22-
9, Peter’s and 8-6, Brooklyn, as the quarter
and the pennant race ended.

Farrell’s interception set up Prep’s last
drive. Martorelli, Prep’s best runmer for the
day, scampered inside gnard for 15 and 11
yards and a “First and Goal” on the 9.
Martorelli then roared to the 3 on a pitchout.
But Snyder stiffened. A 4th down backfield
shift caught them offside and moved the

ball to the 1. Amabile wedged over and
Meola put on the cap, 29-2.

With Senior seat back,
Jack Savage, powdering Snyder tackles and
the promising Jay signal caller, Bobby Filo-
ramo, direeting T action, the Marauders
tamed the foe for a pair of first downs deep
in tiger territory. Here, however, the Prep
surge lost its zip, and Snyder grabbed pos-
session.

As a real comer, Soph
tailbuck Richie Branch puved Snyder’s way
with his tricky hip-swerving and sizzling
speed, the Greenville lads penetrated, but
were halted.
